	Hooks & Equipment

Caught by hook when Casting.  Hooks by design are sharp and can easily penetrate the skin.  Their use brings germs etc that can be injurious to health.  

Fishing Stations

Water immersion/ Drowning
Weils disease and other waterborne conditions.  Contact with water, sludge, and sewage related items.

Ticks and Lyme

disease

	Equipment used by beginners under competent supervision.  Ensure equipment is suitable and sufficient for instruction.
Non-barbed hooks to be used at all times.  Observe bystanders when casting or shipping whips/poles.

Review suitable locations to eliminate slippery surfaces, muddy banks, ropes around moorings on jetty, limit water depths.

Avoid slippery slopes, Clear instruction not to enter water. Shallow water at fishing stations. Life buoys to hand. Safe fishing stations.  Additional advice:  https://www.rlss.org.uk/pages/category/water-safety-information
Wash and sanitise hands before eating and after visit.  Wear nitrile gloves or waterproof plasters to cover open wounds. Brief all participants.

Maintain easy accessibility to use emergency equipment (lifebouys) and access for emergency services.  One to one guidance 

Procedure in place.
Take heed of restrictions imposed by the fishery for health and safety reasons.  These are made to ensure your safety.  Listen carefully to briefing from organisers and fishery staff.

Cuts, grazes, minor falls, slips & trips.  Also consider the risk of effected needles or syringes, broken glass, jagged stones and rocks etc.
